General:

Coastal:

· The State of Alaska, Department of Environmental Conservation, has formally agreed to participate in the Coastal EMAP project in 2001.

· Oregon Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) successfully sampled 50 locations in the Lower Columbia river and estuary.   In Puget Sound, Washington Department of Ecology, with assistance by NMFS successfully sampled 71 locations, including 8 stations in Canadian waters.  Puget Sound sample locations were designed to complement the locations previously sampled by Ecology and NOAA as part of the Puget Sound Ambient Monitoring Program.

· The analyses from 1999 samples are on track and are being entered into the database.  The entire database of chemical analytical results is expected to be available for the project partners to review by January 2001.

Data reports on the 1999 samples from small estuaries in both Oregon and Washington (excluding the Columbia river and Puget Sound) are expected to be completed by June 2001.  The date for completion of a Tillamook Bay report has not been determined.

Analysis of samples collected in 2000 is underway.  

Rivers and Streams/Landscape:

1. Training was completed in June, Idaho Division of Environmental Quality, Oregon DEQ, and Ecology participated.   Oregon DEQ and Ecology conducted field sampling this year.  EPA Region10 assisted on some sites.

2. The ORD contractor conducted the field sampling in Idaho this year.  The state obtained access permission from landowners and accompanied the contractor on some sites.  Next year the state will be conducting the sampling themselves.

3. Tribal representatives from the Yakama Indian Nation (YIN) accompanied EPA Region 10 and Washington DOE on field visits on the YIN reservation. The Warm Springs Indian tribe accompanied Oregon DEQ and EPA Region 10 on sites on the Warm Springs Reservation.
4. EPA Region 10 has completed a report titled AEcological Condition of Streams in the Coast Range  Ecoregion of Oregon and Washington@.    

5. Region 10 presented a poster of preliminary work on landscape/stream data linkages in the Upper Chehalis Basin at the Northwest Biological Assessment Workshop in October.

6. We are working on 2 additional reports; one, a general report on the condition of streams in the Upper Chehalis basin and the other a more technical report linking data from stream sampling with landscape information.  We are working with the Region 10 Landscape group as well as ORD Las Vegas on the landscape component of this report.
