The key features of this state contract procurement include the following:

· all carpet products must contain recycled content and/or be reusable according to definitions in the RFR

· all carpet products must be recyclable at the end of life 

· all carpet manufacturers must offer a recycling program in order to be eligible for an award

· the selection of other indoor and outdoor flooring products must also contain recycled content and/or renewable materials

· manufacturers must agree to an environmental plan that seeks to pursue the goals of product stewardship and sustainability

Please also note that there is flexibility built into the contract to allow the state to increase the environmental attributes or address other purchasing issues during the contract term  (e.g. recycled content, cost adjustments) . (See in particular Section 4 - Contract Awards and Section 11 - Enviro Commitment).
